Barbara Heath's artwork concepts relate to the body, ritual,
rites of passage, and life transitions.
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While the fretwork design used in the door handles references
the breezeway lattice common in traditional domestic
Queensland architecture, it may also be seen as symbolically
differentiating between public and private space. This
differentiation is an expression of transition and access both
physically and metaphorically.

The ‘Breezeway Lattice’ door handle artwork provides an
intimate and tactile experience in that it is touched everyday
by the users of the building moving to and from the courtrooms.
The artwork subtly evokes the potentially life changing transitions
that may occur and the role of the courts in deciding the fate
of its users.

Description: Linking the past to the present, these laser cut
stainless steel doorhandles utilise contemporary technology
in their construction. While the scrolling pattern has been
developed from the fretwork breezeway design common in
early Queensland architecture.

Description

49 units each consisting of a push plate and door handle for
27 right hand doors and 22 left hand doors have been supplied.
The handle is a laser cut, rolled and welded form. Constructed
in grade 304 stainless steel and mounted through the glass
vision panel.

The column of the handle tapers slighty and is set forward
from vertical.

The attached pushplate is a laser cut stainless steel plate which
has been roll formed to connect the assembly through two
holes in the glass vision panel.

The finish is fully sandblasted to round off the laser cut areas
and a #4 brushed finish has been applied in a horizontal
direction to the surface.

Maintenance should be negligable.

Fabrication notes
Materials:

The handles and pushplates have been fabricated from 2mm
& 4 mm thick stainless steel grade 304.

The fixings have been milled in stainless steel and are supplied
with UHMW polyethylene washers to protect the glass.
Attached to the handle/pushplate with 8 mm stainless steel
counter sunk Allen head bolts. The unit must be fitted to the
glass panel prior to installation in the door.

Maintenance and cleaning;

The artwork is a functional component of the interior and as

the artist, | would like to state that | am happy for the work to
age naturally provided the aesthetic integrity is not degraded.
e.g. It would be expected that over time the area of the handles
receiving most of the grasp will tend to become brighter due

to a natural 'burnishing'.

A REGULAR CLEANING PROGRAM WILL KEEP THE
ARTWORK IN OPTIMUM CONDITION.

The handles should be cleaned in conjunction with the regular
cleaning of the glass doors/surrounding area.

Wash with a neutral pH detergent (weak sunlight) using a
sponge or soft brush.
Dry with a chamois or soft cloth.

Washers are UHMW Polyethylene 2mm thick and have been
specially milled. Contact G&B Stainless for replacement.

Description:

The stainless steel lift panels are etched with the lattice pattern

in a vertical, keyline format.
With 2 panels per lift and 4 lifts per floor for 10 levels = 8o

panels.

Fabrication:

The plates are stainless steel grade 304 with a #4 finish and
are o.o9mm thick. The design from digital files has been
partially etched to a depth of 0.03 mm by Mastercut
Technologies at East Burleigh on the Gold Coast.
Installation has been effected by the building contractor.

The panels are backed onto MDF and attached with Liquid
Nails. Each panel has been marked on the reverse to identify
its location as sizes do vary.

Maintenance and cleaning;

For general cleaning it is important never to use any abrahsive
agent.

Wash with a neutral pH detergent (weak sunlight) using a
sponge or soft brush.

Dry with a chamois or soft cloth and wipe in the same direction
as the surface finish.
